Course Assessments:

a) 5,000 word clients specific reflective analysis in the form of a series of
essays and clinical management plans (CMPs) which will reflect the
unique nature of different practice environments and patient groups.
Submitted as portfolio evidence demonstrating the achievement of
learning outcomes 1-10. Note: all CMPs must be signed off by the
student’s medical mentor as suitable for use in practice.

b) One objective structured clinical examination (OSCE), which will simulate
a scenario from the student’s area of practice, and where s/he will be
expected to make an assessment, suggest appropriate medication, and
give necessary advice to the patient. The OSCE will be assessed by 2
members of the course team using a pre-arranged marking grid, and this
assessment will be marked as “pass” or “fail”.

c) Completion of the logbook to assess learning outcomes 1-10, also to be
marked as “pass” or “fail”

All elements must be passed in their own right. There is no
compensation system available.

Successful completion of this module allows the student to have their HPC
registration annotated to reflect that they are a Supplementary Prescriber.
