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These modality specific analyses are a supplement to the whole profession analyses and the main report,

both of which should also be read to understand the methods and context of this work.

One specific point of note here is that registrants holding multiple modalities will be counted multiple
times, once in each of their modalities. In the whole profession analyses all registrants are only counted
once within any given profession.
